Great is Thy Faithfulness
Joshua 1: The Promise of God

Joshua 1:1 After the death of Moses the servant of the LORD, the LORD said to Joshua the son of
Nun, Moses' assistant, > "Moses my servant is dead. Now therefore arise, go over this Jordan, you
and all this people, into the land that T am giving to them, to the people of Israel. > Every place that
the sole of your foot will tread upon I have given to you, just as I promised to Moses. * From the
wilderness and this LLebanon as far as the great river, the river Euphrates, all the land of the Hittites
to the Great Sea toward the going down of the sun shall be your territory. > No man shall be able to
stand before you all the days of your life. Just as I was with Moses, so I will be with you. I will not
leave you or forsake you. * Be strong and courageous, for you shall cause this people to inherit the
land that I swore to their fathers to give them. " Only be strong and very courageous, being careful
to do according to all the law that Moses my servant commanded you. Do not turn from it to the
right hand or to the left, that you may have good success' wherever you go. * This Book of the Law
shall not depart from your mouth, but you shall meditate on it day and night, so that you may be
careful to do according to all that is written in it. For then you will make your way prosperous, and
then you will have good success. > Have I not commanded you? Be strong and courageous. Do not
be frightened, and do not be dismayed, for the LORD your God is with you wherever you go."

2. Joshua says that he promised Moses that he would give them the land, but who was the
promise originally given to?

Genesis 15 And he said to him, "I am the LORD who brought you out from Ur of the Chaldeans
to give you this land to possess." ¥ But he said, "O Lord GOD, how am I to know that I shall
possess it?" ? He said to him, "Bring me a heifer three years old, a female goat three years old, a ram
three years old, a turtledove, and a young pigeon." ' And he brought him all these, cut them in half,
and laid each half over against the other. But he did not cut the birds in half. '' And when birds of
prey came down on the carcasses, Abram drove them away. "> As the sun was going down, a deep
sleep fell on Abram. And behold, dreadful and great darkness fell upon him. "> Then the LORD said
to Abram, "Know for certain that your offspring will be sojourners in a land that is not theirs and
will be servants there, and they will be afflicted for four hundred years. ** But I will bring judgment
on the nation that they serve, and afterward they shall come out with great possessions....When the
sun had gone down and it was dark, behold, a smoking fire pot and a flaming torch passed between
these pieces. '* On that day the LORD made a covenant with Abram, saying, "To your offspring
give' this land, from the river of Egypt to the great river, the river Euphrates, "’ the land of the
Kenites, the Kenizzites, the Kadmonites, * the Hittites, the Perizzites, the Rephaim, ! the Amorites,
the Canaanites, the Girgashites and the Jebusites."
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What does the Lord promise to Abraham? Where do you see this promise referred to in
Joshua 1?

What is a covenant? Where do we first see the covenant of grace in the Bible? How do
we see this covenant unfold in the OT and NT?

What sign of the promise does the Lord give to Abraham? What does it mean?

Why, ultimately, should Joshua not be frightened or dismayed?

What are some fears that we might have that might tempt us to disregard or not trust in
God’s Word?
